	The components of a “4” but:

· Minor parts are missing and/or

· Some information is incorrect but not so much that it detracts from the big picture and/or

· Answers are general in nature. They lack detail that would be in a level 4 write-up.


	The components of a “4” but:

· Significant parts are missing and/or

· Much information is incorrect and/or

· Information that should be cited is not cited properly and/or

· Answers are limited and/or

For a “2” the assignment was completed, but lacks detail or attention to significant features. 
	Something is turned in but it is too empty for the student’s level of understanding to be determined.  And/or

What is turned in is incorrect.

and/or

Parts that need to be cited are ignored or are not cited properly

and/or 

The work is too sloppy for it to be read and/or graded and/or

The responses show minimal understanding.


0 points are awarded for any component that is missing or has not been answered with any intelligible comments.

Assignments will have an “x” value.  The total points are the number before the x multiplied by 4. Even though this a base-4 system, I have to use powerschool to input grades. Your percentages in PowerSchool will be very misleading. Do not pay attention to them. I will be figuring out the base-4 grades by hand unless I find or create a program that can do it. 

Pretty much the only way to fail this class is to not come to class and/or don’t turn in your work. 

Examples of x values:

Lab notebook:
8x or 32 points for many labs because so may components are evaluated

Lab report: 

10x or 40 points because they need to be polished

Worksheets: 

1x or 4 points, sometimes 2x or 8 points

Projects:

at least 10x or 40 points

Quizzes: 

1x or 2x,   4 or 8 points
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
